It should be emphasized here that in the
European Commission Progress Report for the
Republic of Serbia for 2019 (covering the period
from March 2018 to March 2019), states as well
as the previous year, among other things, that
secondary legislation on co-financing was
passed, but overall progress on environmental
financing including on the level of funding is
very low.

Itis emphasized, among other things, that in the
next year Serbia should should in particular:

+ enhance administrative and financial
capacity of the Environmental
Protection Agency;

+ operationalize and appropriately fund
the Green Fund.

Economic instruments

An efficient system of economic instruments
should encourage reduction of pollution, while
introducing adequate financial mechanisms to
motivate environmental investments. In order to
achieve that, economic mechanisms must be
established to signal timely and clearly to
polluters and end-users of goods and services
that there are economic benefits of investing in
environmental protection.

From economic point of view, economic

instruments should:
o affects the most rational use of resources;

e be anintegral part of the overall
development strategy, especially of
technological development;

e be defined by law and market based,
efficiently indicating advantages of
environmental protection.

The main source of financing the environmental
protection is the budget of the Republic of
Serbia, and distribution of funds depends on the
budget balance options. Other sources include
municipal budgets, revenues from charges and
fees, commercial sector funds. Funds can also be
provided from donations, loans, international
aid, instruments, programmes and funds from
the EU, UN and other organisations.

Economic instruments applied in the Republic of
Serbia include charges and fees, as well as
incentives and subsidies.

Based on the data of the Ministry of Finance,
according to the functional classification of
expenditures at the state level (republic, local
and extra budgetary funds), were estimated at
approximately 0.3% GDP in 2018 (Figure 1).

Environmental costs from the budget of the
Republic of Serbia in 2018 amounted to 0.1%
GDP, while expenditures for environmental
protection at local government level
(Autonomous Province of Vojvodina and towns
and municipalities’ budgets) were estimated to
be approximately 0.2 % GDP.

In 2018 revenues from fees (which are revenues
of the state budget, environmental budgetary
fund for environmental protection of the
Autonomous Province of Vojvodina and local
environmental budgetary funds) amounted to
RSD 14,186.50 million (0.28% GDP) (Figure 2).

The greatest shares belong to SO2, NO2,
particulates and disposed waste (RSD 6,002.6
million), fees for products which become waste
upon the use thereof (RSD 4.037 million) and
special fee for the protection and improvement
of environment (RSD 3,968.97 million) (Figure 3).

The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia
calculates  environmental taxes, which,
according to the Eurostat methodology,
comprise four types of taxes (Figure 7).
Revenues from these taxes are income of state
institutions and organisations at different
governmental levels, and only a part of these
revenues makes the income of budget
environment funds at all levels.

Investments economic sectors
in environmental protection

Key messages:

e Investments from economic  sectors
amounted to RSD 3,352 million in 2018, i.e.
(0.07% GDP);

e Compared to total funds, the largest share
goes to Energy and Mining with 86.1%.

The indicator demonstrates corporate
investments into the environmental protection. It
is one of indicators of the state response, which
points out that economic sectors observe
economic benefits from investments into the
environmental protection.

According to available data and in accordance
with the revised method of calculating the
indicators, the investments from different
economic sectors amounted to RSD 3,352 million
in 2018 (0.07% GDP), and they had recorded a an
increase compared to 2017, when they amounted
to RSD 2,778.27 million (Figure 8).

Energy and mining sector invested significant RSD
2,884.84 million (86.1% of total amount),
Agriculture RSD 102.91 million and Tourism with
RSD 75 million. Water management, Industry,
Forestry and hunting invested RSD 15.05; 134.02
and 99.58 million respetively The transport sector
in 2018 did not allocate funds for environmental
protection.

In the structure of environmental investments in
the sectors of industry (Mining; Manufacturing;
Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply), the share of environmental pollution
prevention was 15.9% (RSD 494.3 million), while
investments for treatment of incurred pollution
amounted to 84.1% (RSD 2,620.5 million).

According to the Statistical Office of the Republic
of Serbia, investments and current expenditures
for environmental protection can only be
analysed in total, but the structure of funds
sources cannot, as there is no data on how much
was invested from the budget, or from own
revenues, international loans and donations.

Financing environmental

Key messages:

e Total costs for environmental protection in
Serbia is estimated at 0.76% of GDP in 2018;

e Total costs for environmental protection in
the EU-28 were estimated at 1.87% of GDP in
2018.

According to the National Environmental
Program of the Republic of Serbia (with estimated
economic growth of 5% per year), in relation to
expenditures from the budget of 0.3% of GDP in
2010, total investment in environmental
protection should reach 2.4% of GDP in 2019.
However, based on the data of the Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia, total amount of
funds for investments and current expenditures
in 2018 amounted to RSD 38,266.6 million, or
0.76% of GDP, but without data on how much was
invested from the budget, or from own revenues,
from loans and donations, and other sources
(Figure 21).

Conclusion
The report on environmental economic
instruments contains relevant data and

information, based on official data received from
state institutions, scientific and professional
organizations. In this way, the report becomes an
important tool for decision-makers who
participate in the planning and adoption of
environmental strategic documents. The
expected effects of the adopted measures will be
monitored in the next reports.

The most important features of 2018 are:
» Budget expenditures amount to 0.3% of GDP;

« Revenues from fees amount to RSD 14,186.50
million (0.28% of GDP); The largest share of
42.3% belongs to fees for emissions of SO,,
NO,, particulates and disposed waste (RSD
6,001.5 million),

¢ Investments from economic sectors, based on

the available data, amount to RSD 3,352

million (0.07% of GDP). The largest share of the

Energy and Mining amounts to 86.1%;

Donations were RSD 2,655 million (0.05% of

GDP), and loans RSD 24,873 million (0.49% of

GDP). The largest donors are Germany with

RSD 1,753 million, and the European Union

(RSD 1,451 million);

e Grants and subsidies, based on the available
data, amounted to RSD 3,033 million (0.06% of
GDP), and the largest share belongs to
subsidies for the recycling industry of 72.1%.
