Economic
instruments applied in the Republic of Serbia
include charges and fees, as well as incentives
and subsidies.

The publication provides an overview of
economic instrument in the environmental
sector in the Republic of Serbia in 2016 based
on available data, thus indirectly providing a
view into achieved goals and measures of
environmental policy defined in strategic and
planning documents, such as: National
Environmental Protection Programme,
National Sustainable Development Strategy,
and National Environmental Approximation
Strategy for Serbia.

It should also be noted that the European
Commission Progress Report for the Republic
of Serbia (covering the period from October
2016 to February 2018), reads, inter alia, the
following:

e New instrument for financing (Green Fund)
has not yet started to operate. Predictable
financing is needed, based on the ,polluter
pays’* principle, so as to increase
investments in this sector.

e In the course of next year, Serbia should in
particular increase administrative and
financial capacities by strengthening the
Environmental Protection Agency,
operationalising the Green Fund, and
providing appropriate means for it.

During 2016, the majority of investments went
to air protection (RSD 5,337.08 million), waste
management (RSD 3,867.68 million). Current
expenditures were the highest for waste
management (RSD 15,52.72 million) and waste
water management (RSD 2,975.10 million), as
presented in Figures 18 and 19.

According to the Statistical Office of the Republic
of Serbia, investments and current expenditures
for environmental protection can only be
analysed in total, but the structure of funds
sources cannot, as there is no data on how much
was invested from the budget, or from own
revenues, from loans and donations, and other
sources.

Conclusion
The report on environmental economic
instruments contains relevant data and

information, based on official data received
from state institutions. In this way, the report
becomes an important tool for decision-makers
who participate in the planning and adoption of
environmental strategic documents. The
expected effects of the adopted measures will
be monitored in the next reports.

The most important features of 2017 are:

e Budget expenditures amount to 0.3% of GDP;

« Revenues from fees amount to RSD 13,315.54
million (0.30% of GDP); The largest share of
43.6% belongs to fees for emissions of SO,,
NO,, particulates and disposed waste (RSD
5,801.25 million),

« Investments from economic sectors, based on
the available data, amount to RSD 3,628.69
million (0.13% of GDP). The largest share of
the Energy and Mining amounts to 89.2%;

« Donations to “Environmental protection’* and
“Water supply and waste management’’ were
RSD 3,552 million (0.08% of GDP), and loans
RSD 20,921 million (0.47% of GDP). The
largest donors are Germany with RSD 1,753
million, and the European Union (RSD 1,451
million);

e Grants and subsidies, based on the available
data, amounted to RSD 3,400 million (0.08%
of GDP), and the largest share belongs to
subsidies for the recycling industry of 77.67%.

Programme, with estimated economic growth of
5% per vyear, investment in environmental
protection should reach 2.4% of GDP in 2019.
However, based on the data of the Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia, total amount of
funds for investments and current expenditures
in 2016 amounted to RSD 35,349.40 million, or
0.83% of GDP, but without data on how much
was invested from the budget, or from own
revenues, from loans and donations, and other
sources.
